The Police Check Form Process

In line with SAPOL Policies and Procedures, the following process needs to be followed:

UUNWN =
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Fill out the form referring to the guide above.

Submit the form and your identification documents to your local police station.
Once it is stamped by your local police station, please return the forms to SU.

An authorised SU person will sign the form on

behalf of SU and add the VOAN number.

SU will post your form to SAPOL to be processed and forms will be returned to SU

usually within 2 - 3 weeks.

We will take a copy for our records, and post the original Police Check to you.

Other information:

The form is a national form.

Police Checks need to be done every 2 years.
As a volunteer for SU, there is no cost to you.

If you already have a current police check which is less than 3 months old it is

valid for SU ministry provided we sight your original Police Check Notice.
